Ground Breaking Ceremony was held on

Monday, November 20th near the Millersport

Village Hall.  Millersport’s New Water Treatment

Plant will replace the existing plant that was built in

the late 1960s.  The new water treatment plant

construction commenced on December 1st, 2006 and

will be completed around Fall of 2007.  Several forms

of funding, including OPWC and OWDA, were

obtained to help pay for the new water plant.

  

The new plant pumps 700 gallons per minute and is

being built with future community growth in mind.

The new plant will also include; iron manganese

removal, an ion exchange softening system, and

chlorine disinfection.  The new plant will be

approximately 4,900 square feet and will sit to the

south of the existing plant.  Millersport hired GGC

Engineers for the engineering design and Crace

Construction  Co. of Piketon, Ohio to construct the

project.
